STANDING RULES
OF THE
SEBASTOPOL WRANGLERS

1957 - Each member is to receive a set of By-Laws.
1958 - Any applicant for membership must read the By-Laws before being accepted.

1958 - On all overnight rides, two responsible parents or adults must be present if minors are to

attend (under 18).
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1970 - For all purposes, a Junior shall be considered an individual under the age of 18.
1970 - Club members will be grouped by age as follows:

* 10 and under

* 14 thrul7

¢ 50andover (2011)

1970 — For Sebastopol Wrangler sponsored events, the Judge at Playdays, and the Judge and
Steward at Horse Shows, will have lunch provided for them.

1970 - Community Service Program initiated.
2011 - INACTIVE

1970 - No limit on the number of Playdays a guest may attend.
2011 - INACTIVE

1971 - In all Horse Shows, in case of a tie, points accrued in the least amount of classes will
determine the winner.

1972 - Committee Chairman shall have the authority to make all necessary expenditures (not to
exceed $100.00 outside of approved budget) for the execution of his duties.

1972 - A committee chairman should present tentative expenditures on any issue of major
importance at a Board meeting PRIOR to presenting it to the membership.

1991 - Only Board members shall have keys to the office and snack stand. The President shall
also have keys to the safety deposit box and mailbox. The President may assign keys to other
members to facilitate their functions for the club.

1991 - The arena and/or facilities may be rented to other clubs and/or organizations with the
approval of the Board and then voted on by the General Membership. A signed lease agreement
and proof of insurance, with limits of liability no less than $1,000,000 will be required at least
five (5) days prior to the scheduled event.

1991 - No horses are to be tied to any fence.
14a. - No horses are to be left unattended without your presence on the property.

1991 - No loose horses allowed at the Sebastopol Wranglers Facility.

1991 - No climbing on fences due to possible damage to fences & sprinkler system.



17. 1991 - No equipment shall remain in the arena overnight. This includes, but is not limited to,
jumps, barrels and trails obstacles. Exception — day prior to scheduled events, the show
committee may choose to prepare the arena.

18. 1991 - No loose dogs allowed.

19. 1991 - Horses must travel no faster than a walk in all areas except the arena and designated
warm-up areas during horse shows.

20. 1993 - Club members are responsible for reporting hours. At meetings and events a sheet will be
available to log work hours. Date, number of hours and work done must be listed. All work is
subject to approval. All computations will be done from these lists.

21. 2007 - Stallions will be handled by Adults only.
22.2007 - No Wrangler equipment is to be loaned unless approved by the Board.

23.2011 - Members may bring guests to the meetings. In no circumstance should a guest be
allowed to enter into discussion on Club business, except by acknowledgement and approval of
President.

24.2011 - The Club may hire professionals to offer members clinics or events for their educational
benefit.

25.2011 - Awards
a. Top hand award — submitted by the membership for outstanding service to the club.
b. President’s award — to a senior and junior member who have contributed significantly to
the club during the year.

26. 2011 - New membership fees are to be paid as follows:
Full amount to be paid from Oct 1st thru June 30"™. 1/2 of the fee to be paid July Ist thru Sept
30th. Dues paid in October thru December will include the following year. For members
joining in Oct thru Dec, hours worked for those 3 months will not be carried over to the next
year.

27.2012 — Arena Closure
The Board of Directors will make the determination on when the arena will be closed for the
winter and when it will be opened for the season. The new code will be issued at the time of
arena opening.
